It is based on a blend of resins specially chosen for their substrate 
binding characteristics and provides an excellent key for Bondall TimberEffects.

SURFACE PREPARATION

All surfaces to be coated must be clean, dry and free of oil, grease and dirt. Any existing coating must be checked for good 
adhesion. Any loosely adhered coating must be removed and bare surfaces must be prepared, clean and dry. All nail holes 
should be filled with a water based filler. Sand the filler back prior to coating.

APPLICATION

Bondall TimberEffects GP Primer Sealer is ready to use. No thinning is required. Stir well before use with a broad flat paddle.
Apply one coat with a good quality dry brush. Brisk, uniform application is essential to maintain a wet edge, especially in hot 
weather. Re-Coating time is 1hr. Do not apply in temperatures below 10ºC.

The approximate coverage is 6 - 8 m /L
